A l l undergra d u a t e Veterans , Active Duty, Na tion a l Guard and Reservi s t s should apply 
for other forms of federal and state assist a n c e .   

Complet i n g the financ i a l aid proc e s s each year is an impor t a n t  part of being financ i a l l y 
ready for your enrollme n t at USF. The priority financial aid filing date for University 
of St. Francis is November 15th o f the year precedi n g your enrollme n t .  Applyin g after 
this date, but before June 30 th  is still accept a b l e for the Federa l Pell Grant.  Please 
respon d prompt l y to reques t s for informa t i o n to comple t e your applic a t i o n .  

In order to apply for all forms of fede r a l ,  state and USF assista n c e , a student must 
comple t e the Free Applic a t i o n for Fede ral Student Aid (FAFSA). Students are 
encoura g e d to apply online at www. fafsa.ed.gov  

USF’s FAFSA Federal School Code is 001664 

USF also require s student s to complet e a USF Student Profile, which can be turned in 
direct l y to Finan c i a l Aid Servi c e s or compl e t e d onlin e at USF Studen t Profil e . USF will 
review your file upon receipt of the FAFSA result s , and comple t e d Studen t Profil e . If 
neede d , suppo r t i n g docume n t a t i o n will be request e d to verify infor ma t i o n submi t t e d on 
the FAFSA. 

The most commo n suppo r t i n g docume n t s request e d are: 

 U S F Verifi c a t i o n Form 
 S t u d e n t ’ s Federa l Income Tax Return Forms: IRS 1040, 1040A, 1040EZ or 

telefile AND W-2 For ms 
 P a r e n t s ’ Federa l Income Tax Return Forms: IRS 1040, 1040A, 1040EZ or telefile 

AND W-2 Forms (Depe ndent students only) 

Until the stude n t ’ s financ i a l aid file is compl e t e and verifi e d by Finan c i al Aid Servi c es , 
no aid can be credi t e d to your bill. Failur e to respo n d to reque s t s for infor ma t i o n will 
result in delays in your award, and the Busi ne s s Office may assess late fees. In genera l , 
all full- t i me stude n t s at USF ar e required to apply for financi a l assi st a n c e . Applic a t i on 
can be waived at the studen t ’ s reques t : howeve r , all studen t s are strong l y encour a g e d to 
apply for all for ms of fe deral, state and institutional assistance. . 



Notification of Changes of Award 

 If the student ’ s award change s as a result  of verific a t i o n , a new award letter will be 
generat e d signify i n g the new am ounts of the student’ s awards. 

Correction Procedures 

A l l correcti o n s to Student Aid Reports are made electron i c a l l y through Financia l Aid 
Servic e s . These corre c t i on s may includ e any and all necessar y changes discover e d 
throug h the verifi c a t i o n , school changes, dependency overr id e s , etc. Student s are 
encour a g e d to not make change s to their own Student Aid Reports  as electr o n i c means 
are availa bl e and much more expedi e n t . In  any case where data is electr on i c a l l y 
correc t e d , the studen t is notifi e d and given approp r i a t e instru c t i o n s to dispute the data 
that was changed. 

Additional Procedures for Transfer Students 

 It is extreme l y import a n t for both full-ti m e and part-ti me transfe r student s at USF to 
compl e t e all of the follo w i n g : 

 A l l applic a t i o n s and informa t i o n re ques t e d by Financi a l Aid Service s 
 A l l offici a l and final academi c transc r i p t s have been received by the appropri a t e 

admi ss i o n office 
 A n offici a l and final evalua t i o n of credi t has been compl e t e d by Acade mi c 

Advisi n g 

Finan c i al Aid Servi c e s will deter mi n e loan  eligibi l i t y base d upon transfe r credi t s 
accept e d by Academi c Advisi n g upon entranc e to USF. 

Federal Student Loans 

V e t e r a n s , Active Duty, Nationa l Guard and Rese r v i st s may parti c i p at e in these federa l 
loan programs if it’s neces s a r y .  Veter a n stude nt s recei vi n g VA (GI Bill) benefi t s at the 
100% level should definit e l y not borrow unless it is 100% necessary.  Other veterans 
receiving less than 100%, Active Duty, Na tion a l Guard and Reserv i s t s should only 
borrow the amount that may be n eeded for tuition , fees and books. 
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
